Course Description

HLP4933: Global Kinesiology (1 credit) is a seminar course that focuses on aspects of kinesiology,
physiology, and biomechanics in an international context. In Spring 2022, this course will integrate
company site visits in Germany into course discussions and assignments. This course is open to UF
students in the College of Health and Human Performance that are participating on an HHP study
abroad program. Instructor approval is required to enroll in this course.

This involves submitting
timely discussion posts and replies as directed. Discussion posts/replies submitted after the deadline
will result in 0 / 10 points. Late assignments will result in the loss of a letter grade for each day after
the deadline (e.g. an “A” will become a “B” if submitted one day late). This course is online and

asynchronous. If there are any technical issues with regard to submissions, students should send the
assignment directly to the instructor’s email provided in this syllabus prior to the deadline.

Students will be able to incorporate notes
from company site visits, discussions, and previous assignments in the course on this assignment. The
purpose of this assignment is for students to synthesize their study abroad experience and reflections
from the site visits into a single paper.
